Talk with your child about what was
discussed and how you and the teacher will work together to assist. If you have concerns at any stage,
please do not hesitate to make a phone call and to organise an appointment.

I hope you have found your conversation to be a positive and informative experience. Remember that family
is always the first school for children and parents the first teachers. - ~
