What’s happening with Ethics Classes at Kororo? 
 
Just a reminder that Primary Ethics classes are happening 
at Kororo every Tuesday and Friday morning. Primary     
Ethics is taught in NSW schools by specially trained and 
selected Volunteer Ethics Teachers and is offered to     
students who have been exempted from Special Religious 
Education (Scripture) by their parents/caregivers.  Primary 
Ethics classes are available at Kororo for children from 
Stages 1, 2 and 3. Ethics classes will be available for    
Kindergarten children later in 2014.  
 
If you would like your child to attend Primary Ethics classes 
as an alternative to Scripture, please contact the school   
office. You will first have to exempt your child from       
Scripture and then record your interest in having your child 
join a Primary Ethics class.
