© At least one working brake; and

© A bell or horn to help sound a
warning to other cyclists or
pedestrians

If riding at night, your bicycle must also have:

© A steady or flashing white light that is clearly visible
for at least 200 metres;

© A flashing or steady red light that is clearly visible
for at least 200 metres from the rear of the bike;
and

© A red rear reflector that is clearly visible for 50
metres when light is projected onto it by a vehicle's
headlight on low beam.
